Appl ication Questions 
 
Colossians 1:9-14 is a prayer by Paul. So for application, spend extended time in 
prayer specifically applying Paul’s pray to the specifics of your life:  
 
 

Pray that the controlling influence of your life would be the desire to do God’s 
will 
 
 
What are the circumstances in your life right now for which you need the Lord’s 
power for endurance? Pray for God’s power to endure. 
 
 
What are the relationships in your life for which you need patience? Pray for the 
power of God for patience 
 

 
Finish by spending time thanking the Lord for the Gospel – that God has
